Guided by the 5th National
HIV/AIDS Strategy and related HIV and STI State plans the WA AIDS Council has combined a health
promotion and community development approach to engage those people most at risk of acquiring HIV
and raising community awareness. Harm reduction, peer education and self-empowerment are the
foundation of the wark we carry out.
